Terms and conditions

Art.1 : Inscription
Any registration for a surf lesson or a club service in our structure is made from the registration form which must be duly completed by the parents or the legal guardian if it is
a minor, or by the person concerned if it is an adult. Payment for the service will be made in cash, check, sports coupons or holiday vouchers, bank transfer. 
A deposit of 30% of the total amount will be requested to confirm the reservation. The balance will be paid on first day of the course.

Art.2 : Conditions of participation 
For any subscription to a Kiwi Surf service, participants must meet the following conditions:
- Hold a medical certificate of no contraindication to the practice of surfing dating back less than a year;
- Know how to swim ;
- Parental authorization.

Art. 3 : Cancellation of lessons
In case of bad weather conditions (too heavy sea, thunderstorm ...), the courses which cannot be carried out within the framework of the subscribed service will be, in agreement with
the students:
- Replaced by an alternative activity (discovery of the environment, equipment, awareness of ecology, theoretical courses, visit to the shape workshop ...)
- Postponed to a later date in the possibility of school schedules and student availability
- Transformed into a credit which will be valid in our surf school
- Refunded as last option
Deposit refund terms
Any cancellation occurring:
- One month before the service: full refunded deposit
- Between 1 month and 15 days before the service: half of the deposit refunded
- Less than 15 days before the service: the deposit will not be refunded
Lessons not completed because of the student will not be refunded.

Art. 4 : Responsibility
The students are taken care of by Kiwi Surf and therefore under the responsibility of the educators during the course schedules defined and communicated in advance. 
The slots last 1 hour 30 minutes. Special cases: the slot for mini surfers lasts 1 hour and swimming 30 minutes.
Students are again under the responsibility of their parents or guardians at the end of this time slot. Kiwi Surf's civil liability ceases outside this framework. 
Parents are responsible for ensuring that lessons take place before leaving their children at Kiwi Surf.
Each registered person is responsible for the equipment in the event of loss or theft. Participants must have individual accident insurance and individual repatriation
insurance.

Art. 5 : Insurance
All people who subscribe to a service at Kiwi Surf will systematically be issued a federal license, including in particular guarantees, in civil liability, in individual accident, assistance
and remedies, the terms of which are described in the ALLIANZ contract available to parents or legal guardians. 
Practicing or competition licenses offer guarantees for the entire time of surfing. The school license does not offer these guarantees only during the teaching hours defined above.
The Kiwi Surf provides members with forms allowing them to take out guarantees additional insurance. Parents or legal guardians may refuse these insurance guarantees if they
believe that they are sufficiently covered by their own insurance contract, in accordance with the procedures provided for by the Sports Law.

Art. 6 : Customer commitments
By registering, the participants, or the parents for minor participants, have read and accept the risks associated with the practice of the chosen sporting activity, under normal
conditions of practice. The participant or legal guardian undertakes to check with his doctor that he has no medical contraindication to the practice of the sports activity concerned,
and undertakes to report any pathology likely to be in contradiction with good practice of the activity. Participants must be able to immerse themselves and swim 25 meters.
For the rental of surfing equipment: Unaccompanied minors are not admitted. Practitioners should learn about the rules of practice and agree to abide by them.
A board explaining the safety and priority rules and regulations is displayed at the surf school.
The non-compliance with the safety instructions by the participants automatically releases the responsibility of the service provider, or the instructor.

Art. 7 : Image rights
By registering, you authorize the Kiwi Surf school to use the photos and / or films of your image produced during your internship, for the production of all advertising
documents, without financial compensation.

Art. 8 : Commitments
